PROPOSED AMENDEMENTS TO THE BY-LAWS OF THE UNITED STATES

AIR FORCE ACADEMY NORTHERN ILLINOIS PARENTS CLUB

Pursuant to the provisions of the current By-Laws of the NIPC (hereinafter the “Club”), I, George G. Primm, a member of good standing of the Club, hereby proposes the following:

1).  That the Proposed Amendments to the By-Laws presented by Peter R. Johnson, at the Annual Meeting on March 15, 2008, and approved in accordance with the By-Laws, be rescinded (copy attached).

2).  That CHAPTER VI – Officers, Section 2, which currently reads “The Board shall consist of the elected officers, the immediate Past-President, and the USAFALOR”, eliminate the inclusion of the USAFALOR and read as follows:


“A.  Membership – The Board shall consist of the elected officers and the immediate Past-President”.

3).  That CHAPTER VII – AMENDMENTS.  Provide the opportunity for Amendments to be made at any Club meeting by eliminating the Annual meeting requirement currently in the By-laws. The proposed changes are given below:
“A.  Amendments to the By-laws may be made at any Club meeting by a majority vote of the Members in good standing, present and voting.  When approved, a proposed amendment shall be effective immediately.”

“B.  PROPOSED AMENDMENTS – Amendments to the By-laws may be proposed at any Club meeting by any Member in good standing.”
4).  That CHAPTER III – MEETINGS, Section 1, paragraph D., BOARD MEETINGS.  In order to accommodate the technology available to effectively facilitate meetings through telephonic or other media facilities, the proposed change is recommended:

“D.  BOARD MEETINGS – There shall be at least four (4) Board Meetings each calendar year at such time and place as designated by the Board.  These meetings can be conducted through mutually agreed upon methods, such as, but not limited to, conference calls, voice over internet and other such commonly business methods and  practices.”

5).  That  CHAPTER III – MEETINGS, Section 2: NOTICE OF MEETINGS, paragraph B.  BOARD MEETINGS.  In order to include other methods of notification for Board meetings, the proposed change is recommended:
“B.  BOARD MEETINGS – All board Members shall be notified not less than two (2) weeks prior to any Board Meeting.  Such notice shall state the purpose, date, time, place or method of meeting and notice shall be via postal mail, email or phone call.”
