"At the United States Air Force Academy, cadets endure painfully hard academics, military
instruction, and an overall strictly regimented existence. The workload is monstrous—more than
most human beings could possibly complete, really. Character and ethics reign supreme. If you can
make it through this four-year gauntlet, an Air Force diploma is an awesome credential. The
professors are very accessible and committed to their students.

An extensive core curriculum covers a broad spectrum of classes in engineering, the humanities,
and sciences. Cadets get to work with electron microscopes, nuclear magnetic resonance, and real
cadavers. Majors—there are thirty-two to choose from—tend to be of the engineering and science
variety, but there are exceptions, like English, geography, and management.

The curriculum also includes classes in character development and leadership. During the summer,
cadets go skydiving and glider-flying.

The Air Force Academy has its share of geeks, athletes and power-hungry twits. While everyone is

extremely competitive, the intense academic and extracurricular pressures force cadets to work

together. All cadets are subjected to training evaluations, military inspections, mandatory athletics
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and frequent training sessions. You either learn time management, or you leave. Social bonds also
form quickly, and they are tight".
