It was an absolutely beautiful day for the NIPC to have its annual Firstie Salute and Spring Meeting.  
Once again it was held at the Itasca Country Club.  There are several advantages to having it at ICC, 
the main being the competence and cooperation of the staff management.  They make sure 
everything is ready.  The tables were set so nicely, with the theme being red, white and blue.  The 
center pieces were Red, the colors of the Class of 2010.  
 

The arrival time was 11am and we had people arriving at 10:30am, 
which is very much appreciated.  By the time the activities started we 
had 38 people, representing 21 NIPC members, which is a great turnout 
when we have 63 voting eligible members. The Quorum issue for the 
meeting was not and issue.  As shown by the picture, everyone just 

arrived, got comfortable and settled-in for a wonderful 2.5 hours.  
  

If you have attended a meeting at the ICC, you know that the food there is excellent 
and it is a buffet.  The meeting was opened at 11:30am with a Call To 
Order, the Pledge to the American flag and then we recessed until 
12:30pm when the Annual & Spring meetings were convened.  It is so 
relaxing to sit with friends and just catch-up on current events and 

updated on the cadets summer assignments. 
  
After the delicious brunch, we reconvened the Annual meeting from March.  We covered the Annual 
Meeting Agenda, closed the meeting and then covered the Spring Meeting Agenda.  As you can tell, 
there were several large issues to cover; including some Amendments to the By-laws and the 
election of Officers for 2010-2011.  After presentation and discussion, Amendments 1, 3-5 were 
approved unanimously by the 21 member units in attendance.  Per the By-Laws a quorum of 20%, 
or 13 members, based on 63 member families.  We had 33% participation which was fantastic.  
Thank you!!!  By passing the Amendments, the Board will now be able to effectively carry out its 
requirement of meeting 4 times a year by restoring the Board to 5 members, and excluding the class 
reps as being required to attend the Board meetings.  We also made a change that allowed Board 
meetings to be conducted using normal business practices, including conference calls.  Finally, the 
notice requirements were changed to include the use of email, phone calls or postal mail.  That will 
greatly enhance the ease at which club business can be conducted.  As Presidents, the Primm's 
have had a hard time over the last 18 months conducting Board meetings due to the inclusion of the 
class reps.  The class reps were asked and not one of them desired to be included in the definition 
of Board. 
  
Jodie Ells mentioned during her Class of 2011 update that she needed someone to take over the 
Cookbook sales.  When she sat down Wanda Glitz (C3C Caitlin) told her she'd take the 2 boxes.  
Excellent and Jodie was so happy that someone volunteered so quickly.  Thank you Wanda.
